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PARKING INFORMATION

CARPOOLING IS STRONGLY ENCOURAGED.

Verizon Center has its own parking garage located on 6th Street NW under-
neath the building and costs $25 for event parking. The garage opens 1 2
hours before game/show time and closes 1 hour after the conclusion of the
game or event. Maximum clearance for the Verizon Center garage is 6'8".

There are several public parking garages near the building that would be ad-
ditional viable options: Gallery Place parking garage on 6th Street NW; the
public garage next door to Rosa Mexicano restaurant on F Street NW; and the
public garage located near 7th and I Streets NW. There are at least 10,000
parking spaces located within several blocks of the arena.

BUS PARKING

Bus drop off and pickup will be permitted at the F Street entrance. Bus park-
ing is available through A&A Parking. It is located off H St. NW at 2nd St. and
New Jersey Avenue for

$45 per day and at City Center Parking located on 9th St. between New York
Ave. and I St. for $35 per day.

DRIVING DIRECTIONS

From the NORTH:

Take I-95 South to the Washington Beltway
(I-495). Continue South on I-495/95 in the
direction of Washington/Richmond, VA. Take
Exit 19B to Washington, DC. This is Route 50/
John Hanson Highway. Route 50 will become
New York Ave. Take New York Ave. to 6th
Street NW to Verizon Center. Arena will be on
your right.

From the SOUTH

Take I-95 North to I-(395) (North). Cross
over the 14th Street Bridge and merge into
one of the left lanes. Stay on 14 Street NW.
Proceed to Constitution Ave. NW and make a
right turn onto Constitution Ave. Take Consti-
tution to 6th Street NW. Turn left onto 6th
Street NW. Continue on 6th Street to F Street
NW. The Verizon Center is on your left.

From the WEST

Take I-66 East to Roosevelt Bridge. Cross the
Roosevelt Bridge. Take the Constitution Ave.
exit off the Roosevelt Bridge. Proceed to 6th
Street NW and make a left turn onto 6th
Street NW. Stay on 6th Street NW until you
get to F Street NW. Verizon Center is on your
left.

From the EAST

Take Route 50 West. Route 50 becomes New
York Ave. Take New York Ave. to 6th Street
NW, turn left onto 6th Street NW. Continue 5
blocks on 6th Street to Verizon Center. Arena
will be on your right.

METRO

Verizon Center is accessible via the public
subway system called Metro. There are sev-
eral stations located within walking distance of
the arena: Archives-Navy Memorial, Judiciary
Square and Metro Center. The Gallery Place/
Chinatown stop off the Redline takes you di-
rectly to the arena.
